In 2019-2020, Missouri State University was awarded a

record $45,264,259 to support projects in research,

education and service.  Of that amount, a

total of $15,547,815 came from CARES Act funding.   A

total of 348 proposals were submitted.

The ORA continued to

support faculty and staff in

their pursuit of external

funding by providing

monetary support for travel

to send faculty and staff to

conferences focused on

grant writing , legislative

visits , and meetings with

federal and private agencies

and program officers .  The

ORA also provided

competitive funding for

summer graduate assistants

to help gather information or

data needed for proposal

submissions .  It is the intent

of the ORA that these funds

were a small investment to

stimulate proposal

submission , and hopefully

increased funding in the

future .
